XI. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Benny Frazier called the meeting to order at 6:00 P. M.  He asked everyone to stand for prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.
XII. INVOCATION

Chairman, Benny Frazier offered the invocation.
XIII. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Board member Bobby Boen led the Pledge of Allegiance.
XIV. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Chairman Frazier asked if there were any corrections or additions to the meeting agenda.  

Chairman Frazier asked for a motion to approve the April 13th agenda.  Board Member Jason Windsor asked for an amendment to the agenda to include discussion of the Employee Appreciation day coming up in May.  Chairman Frazier then requested that the item be placed under new business as item #3.  Attorney, Clint Maze requested that Item # 3 be tabled and removed from the agenda until the next Board meeting.   Chairman Frazier then asked for a motion to approve the agenda as amended.  Board member Bill Elkins made a motion to approve the agenda as revised.  Board member Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

XV. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Frazier asked for a motion to approve the March 9th, 2009 minutes.  Board member Bobby Boen offered a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Board member Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

XVI. PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Chairman Frazier asked if there were any public comments.

There were none.

XVII. OLD BUSINESS

1. County Commission – Consider request from County Administrator, Nancy Wilson to approve revised Accounting Clerk job description.

Chairman Frazier asked for a motion to approve the revised Accounting Clerk job description.

No motion was made so item died.

After discussion concerning the job description, Board member, Bill Elkins, later made a motion to review the Accounting Clerk Payroll job description in the April 20th, 2009 special called meeting.  Board member, Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.  
2. County Commission – Consider request by County Administrator Nancy Wilson to reclassify the two (2) Administrative Support Clerk (Grade 9) positions within the Commission Office to Accounting Clerk (Grade 10) positions to more accurately reflect the duties and responsibilities of the position.

No motion was made so item died.

VIII. NEW BUSINESS 

1. Personnel – Consider request from Board Member, Jason Windsor to schedule a special called meeting on Monday, April 20, 2009.

 Board Member Jason Windsor made a motion to schedule a special   called meeting on Monday, April 20th, 2009 at 6:00 p.m.  Board member Bobby Boen seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.
2. Revenue – Consider request from Revenue Commissioner, Joey Masters to review recent job postings and requests to fill a Revenue Clerk and Appraisal Tech I position.

Chairman Frazier asked for a motion to approve the request by Revenue Commissioner, Joey Masters to review recent job posting and requests to fill a Revenue Clerk and Appraisal Tech I position.   Board member, Jason Windsor made a motion to table the request and move it to the special called meeting on April 20th.  Board member Bobby Boen seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.  

3. Personnel – Consider request from Board member, Jason Windsor, to discuss Emergency Call Out Duty Pay – Section 12.9.4 of the handbook.

Board member Jason Windsor made a motion to hold a public hearing on June 8, 2009 between 5:00 & 5:30 p.m. to discuss the proposed change to the Employee Handbook increasing Emergency Call Out Duty pay to reflect 4 hours, which was previously voted on in 2005.  Board member Bill Elkins seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.  

4. Personnel – Consider request from Board Member Jason Windsor to discuss Employee Appreciation Week.

Board member Jason Windsor made a motion to send out a memo requesting that the Appointing Authorities donate to provide lunch for employees during the Employee Appreciation week of May 23rd.  Board member Bill Elkins seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.  

IX. LEGAL UPDATE

Board Attorney Clint Maze stated, “ As the Board is aware, Deputy Phillip Vandergriff is appealing the determination of the Board from his termination.  He filed a petition for Writ of Certiorari, the deadline to answer is April 17th, and I have prepared a Motion to Dismiss that petition that will be filed, probably Wednesday of this week on April 15th that’s the update.  It will be a matter of public record at the time of it’s filing so I won’t go into the contents until that time, but it will be public record and the Petition for Writ of Certiorari is also public record on file with the Circuit Clerk’s office.”  Chairman Frazier asked if it would be necessary to go into executive session to discuss the matter.   Attorney Clint Maze noted that there was no requirement that the Board certify the response so there would be no need to go into executive session.

X. STAFF REPORT

Personnel Administrator Christy Kelley reported the following:

· There were two (2) new hires for the month of March – One full time Road Maintenance Tech in District #2 and a part time Deputy in the Sheriff’s office.

· There were four (4) terminations for the month of March – One Accounting Clerk / Payroll in the Commission office, one Sr. Road Maintenance Tech. In District # 2, One Corrections Officer in the Jail and one Sr. Revenue Clerk in the Revenue office.  

· An employee in the Appraisal Department was promoted from a Personal Property Appraisal Trainee to Personal Property Appraiser I after meeting the certification requirements for the promotion.

· An employee in District # 4 was promoted from Road Maintenance Specialist to District Foreman after being awarded the open position.

· An employee in the Sheriff’s office was promoted from Deputy to Investigator after being award the open position.

· An employee in District # 3 was promoted from Road Maintenance Technician to Road Maintenance Specialist after being awarded the open position.  

· Two invitations were sent out to individuals inviting them to the Personnel Board meeting. 

Chairman Frazier expressed thanks to the Sheriff’s office for providing additional security at the meeting.  Board member, Jason Windsor introduced Deputy Cory Downs from the Marshall County Sheriff’s Office to the group.

XVIII. ADJOURNMENT

Chairman Benny Frazier asked for a motion to adjourn. Board member Bobby Boen offered the motion followed by a second from Board member Jason Windsor.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.
