MARSHALL COUNTY PERSONNEL BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Monday, September 8, 2008

The regular monthly meeting of the Marshall County Personnel Board was held on Monday, September 8, 2008 in the Commission Chamber of the Marshall County Courthouse in Guntersville, Alabama.  Chairman Benny Frazier called the meeting to order at 6:00 P. M.

I. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Benny Frazier called the meeting to order at 6:00 P. M.  He asked everyone to stand for prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.
II. INVOCATION

Board member Jason Windsor offered the invocation.
III. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Board member Martha Handschumacher led the Pledge of Allegiance.
IV. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Chairman Frazier asked if there were any corrections or additions to the meeting agenda.  There were none.

Chairman Frazier asked for a motion to approve the AGENDA.  Board member Bobby Boen offered a motion to approve the AGENDA.  Board member Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.
V. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Benny Frazier asked if everyone had the opportunity to read over last month’s meeting.  Then Chairman Frazier stated that he had one question about the minutes.  Chairman Frazier said that there was an item in there about Commissioner Buddy Allen’s request concerning his current foreman, Jerry Burgett, talking about that he had 30 weeks of sick leave.  Chairman Frazier said that he had spoken with Commissioner Allen and that he (Commissioner Allen) had failed to mention that Mr. Burgett may need to take some time off for surgery and that he definitely has a medical issue.  Chairman Frazier then asked Personnel Administrator, Christy Kelley, if this was mentioned in the recording of the last meeting.  Ms. Kelley stated that she did not remember it being in there but that she would check the recording to make sure that this was not mentioned in the initial request.  

Chairman Frazier asked if there were any other corrections or additions to the minutes.  Chairman Frazier then asked for consideration of the approval of the Board minutes for the August 11th, 2008 meeting with a notation that there was a stipulation about Mr. Burgett’s surgery.  A motion was not offered and approval of the minutes was postponed until the next board meeting on October 6, 2008.

Chairman Benny Frazier asked if there were any public comments.  Revenue Commissioner, Joey Masters, then said that the thought there was another issue coming up in the meeting.  Chairman Frazier noted that nothing else was on the agenda.  Revenue Commissioner Masters said it was a grievance and that he was told it would be at this meeting.  Chairman Frazier said that there was a situation and that the board would have to go into executive session to discuss the findings of the interviews in Mr. Master’s department.
