MARSHALL COUNTY PERSONNEL BOARD MINUTES

Monday, January 14, 2008

The regular monthly meeting of the Marshall County Personnel Board was held on Monday, January 14, 2008 in the Commission Chamber of the Marshall County Courthouse in Guntersville, Alabama.  Chairman Benny Frazier called the meeting to order at 6:00 P. M.

I. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Benny Frazier called the meeting to order at 6:00 P. M.  He asked everyone to stand for prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.

II. INVOCATION

Board member Bill Elkins offered the invocation.
III. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Assistant Personnel Administrator Don Laney led the Pledge of Allegiance.

IV. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Chairman Benny Frazier asked if anyone wished to speak under the heading of PUBLIC Comments.  No one wished to do so.  He then asked if there were any corrections or additions to the AGENDA.  There were none.  Board member Jason Windsor offered the motion to accept the agenda.  Board member Bobby Boen offered a second.  The motion carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.
V. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

Chairman Benny Frazier asked for consideration of the Board minutes for December 10, 2007.  Board member Bobby Boen offered the motion to approve the minutes for that date.  Board member Jason Windsor offered a second to the motion.  The motion carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.
VI. OLD BUSINESS

A.
The Board considered Data Processing Supervisor Steve Turner’s request to eliminate the currently staffed Programmer position and open up a Systems Analyst slot.  This action was carried over from the previous Board meeting pending a letter stating that funds were available.  The letter was provided.  Board member Jason Windsor offered the motion to approve the request.  Board member Bobby Boen seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

B. The Board considered Revenue Commissioner Joey Masters’ request to establish the position of Senior Revenue Clerk.  Board member Martha Handschumacher offered the motion to approve the request.  Board member Jason Windsor seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

C. The Board considered Revenue Commissioner Joey Masters’ request to promote Amy Nicole Smith and Christa Van Winkle to Senior Revenue Clerks.  Board member Jason Windsor offered the motion to approve the request.  Board member Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

VII. NEW BUSINESS

A. The Board considered Engineering Department head Bob Pirando’s request to give Staff Engineer Kevin Stubblefield a step raise due to his having attained advanced certification.  Board member Jason Windsor offered the motion to approve the request.  Board member Bill Elkins seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

B. The Board considered the request from the Personnel staff to correct a clerical error in the grade and step status of Parks Director Tom Campbell.  Mr. Campbell had been incorrectly placed as a grade 10, step 9 when he should have been placed at a grade 13, step 4.  Board member Bobby Boen offered the motion to make the correction.  Board member Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

VIII. LEGAL UPDATE

Board attorney Jeffrey B. Carr reported that everything was running smooth.
IX. PUBLIC COMMENTS

Revenue Commissioner Joey Masters and Staff Engineer Kevin Stubblefield each thanked the Personnel Board.  Mr. Masters asked the Board what he as an elected official could do to make sure that they can do evaluations and be sure that the employees get annual step raises.  Board attorney Jeff Carr responded that the Board can only recommend raises, which they do regularly.  The County Commission determines if the money is there.  Board member Jason Windsor replied that the County needed a pay scale study done every five or six years.  Board chairman Benny Frazier said that he (Mr. Masters) could talk to the lawmakers and get them to change it.  He stated that the Board tries to help the employee, and wants to treat all 180 employees equally and fairly.

Board member Jason Windsor offered the motion to adjourn.  Board member Bobby Boen seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.
