MARSHALL COUNTY PERSONNEL BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Monday, October 6, 2008

The regular monthly meeting of the Marshall County Personnel Board was held on Monday, October 6, 2008 in the Commission Chamber of the Marshall County Courthouse in Guntersville, Alabama.  Chairman Benny Frazier called the meeting to order at 6:00 P. M.

I. CALL TO ORDER

Chairman Benny Frazier called the meeting to order at 6:00 P. M.  He asked everyone to stand for prayer and the Pledge of Allegiance.
II. INVOCATION

Board member Jason Windsor offered the invocation.
III. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Board member Martha Handschumacher led the Pledge of Allegiance.
IV. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Chairman Frazier asked if there were any corrections or additions to the meeting agenda.  There were none.

Chairman Frazier asked for a motion to approve the AGENDA.  Board member Bobby Boen offered a motion to approve the AGENDA.  Board member Bill Elkins seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

VII. OLD BUSINESS

A. Personnel Board – Consider the reprinting and re-issuance of personnel handbooks.

Board member Jason Windsor offered a motion that the Personnel Board offer the current basic contract that the former Personnel Board attorney, Jeff Carr was under to Attorney, Clint Maze of Arab, Alabama.  Mr. Windsor also stated that if Mr. Maze refused the contract offered to him, then the Personnel Board would reconvene to renegotiate the contract terms Mr. Windsor then stated that the contract would be renewed annually.   Board member Bill Elkins seconded the motion.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

IX. LEGAL UPDATE

Due to the absence of a Personnel Board attorney, a legal update was not presented.

X. STAFF REPORT

Personnel Administrator Christy Kelley reported the following:

· The proposed budget for the Personnel Board was approved by the County Commission on Thursday, September 25th.

· The County Commission office confirmed that all departments budget for a 4% merit increase.  Merit increases will begin on October 1, 2008 for eligible employees.

· There were 2 new hires for the month of September.  Two Corrections officers.

· There were 3 terminations for the month of September.  One Revenue Clerk,  one Personal Property Appraiser I and one Corrections Officer

· Performance review training was cancelled due to open enrollment for Marshall County Employees.

· 94 employees signed up for voluntary life insurance, up from the 17 employees that were previously signed up. 

· Two invitations were sent out to individuals inviting them to the Personnel Board meeting. 

XI. ADJOURNMENT

Chairman Benny Frazier asked for a motion to adjourn.  Board member Bill Elkins offered the motion followed by a second from Board member Martha Handschumacher.  The motion was carried by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.
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
