I. CALL TO ORDER

VI. NEW BUSINESS

A. The Board considered Probate Judge Tim Mitchell’s request to promote Taye Langley and Brenda Charles to Senior Probate Clerks.  Board member Jason Windsor offered the motion to approve the request.  Board member Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

B. The Board considered giving final approval to the Classification Plan and the accompanying job descriptions.  A motion to approve the request was made by Board member Jason Windsor.  Board member Bobby Boen seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

C. The Board considered adding the new position of Administrative Clerk to the Reappraisal Department.  Board member Jason Windsor offered the motion to table the issue until more information could be gathered.  Board member Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

D. The Board considered Maintenance Supervisor Tommy Maddux’s request to change one of the Building Cleaner positions at the Albertville Courthouse to a Cleaning Supervisor position, and to post the job internally.  Board member Bobby Boen offered the motion to approve the request.  Board member Martha Handschumacher seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.

E. The Board considered proposed changes to the Policy and Procedures Handbook.  Board member Jason Windsor offered a motion to reschedule our next monthly meeting and change it to Thursday, March 13, 2008 so that the Board can hold a public hearing for policy changes, and that we will post the notice in the Courthouse and the Advertiser Gleam, giving us adequate time to do all this, on promotions and demotions and current new appointments, which is what will be encompassed in the public hearing, and it will be held between 5:30 P.M. and 6:00 P.M. before our regular scheduled meeting.  Board member Bobby Boen seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.  Board member Martha Handschumacher suggested that we run the announcement in all the newspapers.  Board attorney Jeff Carr stated that the law simply states that it has to be announced in a county paper.  Board member Bill Elkins asked what our policy has been in the past concerning advertising in the paper.  Assistant Personnel Administrator Don Laney stated that until a year ago, we advertised solely in The Advertiser Gleam and The Sand Mountain Reporter.  But about a year ago we also started advertising in The Arab Tribune.  Board members Martha Handschumacher and Bill Elkins indicated that they would like for it to be consistent.  The consensus was that it should be advertised in all three of the county newspapers.

F. The Board considered Data Processing Department Head Steve Turner’s request to establish a second Systems Analyst position in place of the presently funded Programmer position.  The Programmer position would be removed and abolished.  Board member Jason Windsor commented on the request.  Board member Jason Windsor offered the motion to approve the request.  Board member Bill Elkins seconded the motion.  The motion was approved by voice vote with no “nay” votes being cast.
